Safety Bingo Policies and Procedures

Goal

To create a long-term safety incentive plan with monthly rewards for no incidents/accidents.  Obtaining this goal will simultaneously reduce our Workers’ Compensation cost and modify our experience modification rate.  

Procedures

Bingo Cards

1. Each employee will be provided a bingo card.  You may only use the card you’ve been given for that particular game.  New cards are handed out before the start of every game.

2. Any card which is lost or stolen will NOT be replaced.  Keep your card in a safe place.

3. When your card has a bingo, you must turn it in to Human Resources for verification in order to win the jackpot.  All the numbers on a winning card must be readable.
4. After the first game, new Bingo cards will be given to each department director to pass to each employee. 
Game Play

1. The starting jackpot for the first game is $25.00.  For each workday (Monday through Friday) that goes by without a winner, the jackpot increases an additional $2.00.
2. A BINGO occurs whenever an employee’s card has five numbers in a row; vertically, horizontally, or diagonally.  When you have a BINGO, immediately notify one of your supervisors.

3. Once an employee’s winning card is verified, jackpot money is paid after a 24-hour waiting period in order to give absent employees the chance to check their cards.  In case there is more than one winner, the jackpot will be split equally.

4. The next day after a winner is confirmed, a new game will begin.  The jackpot will begin again at $25.00.  The jackpot will max out at $500.00.

5. All winners will be posted in the Employee Newsletter.

Safety Violations

1. If a supervisor sees you violate any of the Hospital’s Safety polices/procedures or rules of common sense, your game card will be immediately revoked and you will not be allowed further participation until the next game.

2. If any employee sustains a recordable injury, the current game’s jackpot is reduced to $25.00.  

3. Any employee with a recordable injury becomes ineligible for the current game and may play only at the start of a new game.

Bonus Cards

1. By submitting a safety suggestion that is implemented, you will be eligible for an additional card to be used the next game.
